Does it change the way you hear comments from outside the church 

about Christians being hypocritical? What can we do to help fix this? 

If we know we’re saved by Grace alone, then why is there such an emphasis on deeds/works in the early 

teachings to the church?   

If our deeds are meant to bear witness to our faith, what does that mean to us as Christ followers as 

individuals, as a local church? Are there changes that come to mind for you when you think about this?
